SUBJECT: Minutes of the Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) Meeting 

1. The twelfth Eielson AFB RAB meeting was held at the Salcha River Lodge, 17 November 1998. The meeting was chaired by Mr. Tom Peluso (Salcha Co-Chair) and Col Michael Bodenheimer (Eielson Co-Chair). The meeting started at 6:10 p.m.

2. Mr. Raabe opened the meeting with introductions. 

3. Mr. Raabe discussed the administrative activities accomplished this past year, which included achieving the formal EPA "construction complete phase" on all required remedial action/remediation systems. This is a major milestone in the Installation Restoration Program process. Eielson AFB is one of the four Air Force bases nationwide to have reached this completion goal, and the second of only two sites in the state of Alaska. As part of this process, a 5-year review of Eielson's Record of Decisions (RODs) for all operable units was required. This review included ROD amendments to OU2, 3, 4 and 5; on-site inspections of all operational restoration systems, and EPA issuance of a Preliminary Close Out Report. All the above phases will ultimately lead to delisting from the National Priorities List. 

4. Mr. Raabe discussed the following project status: ST20 (E-9 complex) bioventing upgrades. The systems injection components were moved underground to provide a longer life, cleaner aesthetic profile and afford better snow removal protection. EA Engineering is our primary contractor responsible for maintenance and upgrades of the five bioventing systems. At this point all bioventing systems are in place and operational. Long-term operations will encompass maintenance of these systems until remediation goals are obtained. 

Landfarm operational goals were met this field season with all soils reaching state of Alaska level A cleanup requirements. Thus, the landfarm remedial operations were closed out, the remediation cells and berms were bulldozed out and regraded to achieve a suitable drainage contour. This coming spring grass will be planted, ending a 6-year landfarming operation. 

Areas of Concern (AOC) were discussed. All AOC have been completed except for four major areas. These areas require additional field investigation or funding to complete remediation actions. All AOC should be completed by the end of the FY99 field season. 

Our ongoing site-wide sampling and analysis program was updated this year with a 5-year plan for sampling requirements for all wells in the program. This should streamline the procedure and allow the contractor to predict each year's sampling schedule in advance. 

Garrison Slough polychlorinated biphenols remediation efforts have been completed, and all soils over 50 parts per million were sent to a Toxic Substances Control Act landfill for disposal. New fish screens were placed in front of the culverts crossing the road near Bear Lake (Arctic Ave extension). These screens will prevent fish migration into upper Garrison Slough until remediation goals are met. 

SS-001 (Chena Annex) contaminated soils response action was completed this field season. A contractor site tour was held in September for the future demolition of the old Chena Annex building (B500). This contract will be awarded in early 1999, and demolition accomplished this coming field season. 

5. Mr. Raabe addressed the current status of the Eielson restoration web page setup this year. We have additional updated site information and project photos to include on the web page. This will be accomplished this winter. We plan to include a section depicting the work of the Restoration Advisory Board. A draft RAB orientation manual was shown to the members. Final copies were sent out the week of 23 November 1998. 

6. Field activities for the FY99 season will include continued base-wide monitoring of all wells in the site-wide sampling and analysis program; completion of the Areas of Concern (except for the remediation phase of AOC-08, which will be programmed for FY2000). Future remediation of the AOC-08 site will encompass burning approximately 10,000 cubic yards (estimate until delineation is completed) of diesel range organic (DRO) soils, extraction/closure of two abandoned wells, and one underground storage tank removal. The tentative plan is to remediate/burn contaminated soils on-site, allowing us to utilize the reclaimed soils for on-site backfill. There will be public meetings (if required) to address this remediation prior to any actions. 

7. Mr. Raabe asked for questions. Mr. Ronan Short (ADEC) further addressed the clean up effort at AOC-08. He stated that the local residents of the Eielson Farm Road area (location of AOC-08) have stated that they would prefer on-site remediation/burning versus hauling contaminated soil to another location for remediation/burning. The transportation would create a large dust suppression problem on the gravel road leading out to the Richardson highway, but could be eliminated if burning was accomplished on-site. 

8. Ms. Terry Huisman (Moose Creek RAB Co-Chair) stated that she favored on-site remediation of AOC-08 due to road safety issues and dust/noise control. 

9. Mr. Raabe offered a suggested RAB meeting date for mid-May 1999. The next meeting will be held in North Pole. 

10. The meeting was adjourned at 7:15 p.m.
