Operations.  Replaced the 342d Fighter‑Day Wing in Nov 1956. Switched from fighter‑day to fighter‑bomber training in Jul 1958. From Jul 1958 through Apr 1966, had one or more squadrons constantly deployed overseas. During the Cuban missile crisis of 1962, part of the wing manned a provisional air division at McCoy AFB, FL. During the Dominican Republic crisis of 1965, the 354th deployed over 400 people and 18 F‑lOOs to Ramey AFB, Puerto Rico, and San Isidro AB, Dominican Republic. The conflict in Southeast Asia drained wing strength; one squadron moved to Japan in Nov 1965, another to Spain in Apr 1966, and another to South Vietnam in Aug 1966, leaving the wing with a single flying unit. This last squadron moved to South Vietnam in Apr 1968. The mobilized ANG ll3th TFW moved to Myrtle Beach AFB, SC. in Apr 1968, absorbing resources of the 354th. The 354th had no units and existed primarily on paper until it moved to South Korea in early Jul 1968 to replace the 4th TFW. While there, ANG people on active duty under 4th TFW control manned it. When the 4th TFW departed, the 354th assumed active F‑100 operations. Its two ANG squadrons returned to the United States in Jun 1969, and for 10 days in South Korea the wing was again without tactical components. Several rotational squadrons provided needed tactical force after this brief lapse. On 14 Jun 70, the 354th passed its resources to the 54th TFW and returned to the United States without personnel or equipment, absorbing resources of the 4554th TFW at Myrtle Beach AFB, SC. Charged with T/AT‑33 combat crew training and with becoming proficient with A‑7 aircraft, on 10 Oct 72 the wing split into Advance and Rear echelons; the Advance element moved to Thailand and commenced combat operations in Southeast Asia on 16 Oct 1972. The split‑wing status continued until 23 May 74; during this period tactical units rotated between Thailand and the United States. Recombined at Myrtle Beach, the 354th continued routine A‑7 operations until 1977, when it converted to A‑10 aircraft. Participated in numerous tactical exercises in both the United States and overseas, focusing primarily on training for world contingencies. Elements of this wing participated in Operation Desert Shield/Storm, 15 Aug 90‑25 Mar 91, inflicting heavy damage to Iraqi armor and artillery emplacements, as well as cutting off enemy supply lines.  Five months after its March 1993 inactivation, the 354th activated at Eielson AFB, AK, where it continued its ground support mission with F-16 and OA-10 aircraft.  In early 1994, the Wing reintroduced A-10s to its inventory.

Emblem.  Argent, four bendlets azure, or, vert, and gules between a demi‑horse rampant of the last and two swords saltirewise proper grip and guard of the second fimbriated or. Significance: The emblem is significant of the unit.  The Air Force colors, ultramarine blue and golden yellow, as well as the National Colors, are used in the design.  The color blue alludes to the sky, the primary theater of Air Force operations, and yellow to the sun and excellence of personnel in assigned tasks.  The diagonal stripes represent the components of the Wing.  They symbolize a singleness of purpose to accomplish the Wing's mission - supremacy in the air.  The red Pegasus is indicative of the fleetness and swift striking power of the Wing in battle.  The crossed swords represent the tenacity, aggressiveness, and singular determination of the Wing for victory in combat.  They also indicate preparedness, implying the Wing is ready to accomplish the objective.  Motto: VALOR IN COMBAT.  (Approved on 18 Oct 57, slightly modified on 1 Jun 71; negative number KE 5555.)

The eagle represents strength and ability to deploy financial resources. The lightning bolts symbolize the speed to which the unit deploys the resources throughout the world. Operations. Activated on 15 Nov 42 at Hamilton Field, Califor​nia, the 353rd trained in the United States until November 1943, when it deployed to England.  After assignment to the Ninth Air Force, the squadron received P-51 aircraft and began flying combat missions.  The 353rd escorted bombers to targets such as Frank​furt, Leipzig, Augsburg, and Schweinfurt.  Later, in 1944, the squadron became involved in dive-bombing and strafing mis​sions, striking railroad yards, bridges, troop concentrations, and airfields.  The 353rd flew its last mission of the war on 7 May 45.  The unit inactivated 31 Mar 46.


Redesignated the 353rd Fighter-Day Squadron and activated at Myrtle Beach AFB 19 Nov 56, the squadron began training in F-100 aircraft.  The unit participated in exercises, operations, tests, and firepower demonstrations conducted by the Tactical Air Command within the US and abroad.


During the 1958 crisis in Lebanon, the 353rd moved without equipment to Torrejon AB, Spain, received F-100 air​craft, and was as​signed to the 401st TFW.  From Torrejon, the squadron made periodic partial deployments to Wheelus AB, Libya and Incirlik AB, Turkey, for weapons training.


Beginning in the last half of 1969 and ending in the first half of 1970, the unit converted from F-100 to F-4 aircraft.  In 1971, the unit switched to A-7s.


On 12 Oct 72 the 353rd deployed to Korat RTAFB, Thailand, and participated in combat operations in the Southeast Asian War.  The squadron used A-7 aircraft for close air support and in search and rescue operations.  Minus aircraft, the 353rd returned to Myrtle Beach around 21 Jan 73.  After acquiring A-7s from Davis-Monthan, the unit resumed training.


The 353rd again deployed to Korat 31 Mar 73, where it flew bombing missions until the bombing halt on 15 Aug 73.  The 353rd claims the distinction of dropping the last bomb and making the last strafing run of the war.  On 18 Oct 73 the squadron returned to Myrtle Beach AFB and resumed normal training activities.  In 1978 the squadron obtained A-10 aircraft.  The unit deployed to Saudi Arabia 15 Aug 90.  During Desert Storm, the squadron inflicted damage to enemy armor and artillery emplacements, cut off enemy supply lines, and engaged in search and rescue operations.  With the closure of Myrtle Beach AFB, the 353rd inactivated 15 Dec 92.

Operations.  Activated on 15 Nov 42 at Hamilton Filed, CA, and equipped with P-39 aircraft, the 355th trained in formation flying, aerial and ground gunnery, and dive bombing until transferred to England in Nov 43.  There, the squadron received P-51 aircraft and began, almost immediately, to fly combat missions.  Initially these missions consisted of escorting bombers to targets such as Frankfurt, Leipzig, Augsburg, and Schweinfurt; however, late in 1944 the unit began flying dive-bombing and strafing missions against targets such as marshaling yards, bridges, and enemy airfields.  The 355th continued these mission until the end of the European war in 1945, and then served in the occupation forces until inactivation 31 Mar 46.


Redesignated the 355th Fighter-Day Squadron, and activated 19 Nov 56, the unit participated in goodwill flights, aerial firepower demonstra​tion, exercises, and maneuvers.  Redesignated the 355th Tactical Fighter Squadron 1 Jul 58, the unit trained by dropping ordnance such as Mk82 high drag bombs, napalm firebombs, CBU-24 cluster bomb units, and the Rockeye bomb.  The 355th also partici​pated in exercises such as Brave Shield, Brass Strike, and Gallant Shield.


The 355th supported NATO training with numerous deploy​ments between 1958 and 1965.  In addition, the unit deployed to Elmendorf AFB, AK, in early 1963.  In response to the Cuban Missile Crisis, the squadron deployed to McCoy AFB, FL, between October and December 1962.  The unit deployed to South Vietnam in 1968 and participated close air support, interdiction, search and rescue, and helicopter escort missions.  The squadron returned to Myrtle Beach in late 1970.


In the Fall of 1972 the 355th deployed to Korat RTAFB, Thailand.  Flying A-7s, the squadron flew missions similar to its previous Southeast Asian deployment.  Personnel - no aircraft  - returned to MBAFB in March 1973 and resumed normal training activities, such as participation in the Coronet Organ exercise.  The unit deployed to Korat 15 Oct 73 and returned 26 Apr 74.


The unit received A-10s in 1978.  For the next several years the 355th participated in numerous exercises.  In Aug 90, the unit deployed to Dhahran, Saudi Arabia.  During Desert Storm, the unit inflicted damage to enemy armor and artillery emplacements, cut off enemy supply lines, and conducted search and rescue missions.


The 355th closed up shop at Myrtle Beach 31 March 1992, only to be activated in August 1993 at Eielson AFB.  At Eielson, the unit flew OA-10 and A-10 aircraft.
