DoD beneficiary 
(ADSM, Dependent, Retiree):

• Return to your residence, you are in 
violation of your quarantine

• You are on quarantine status for 14 days 
from date of return 

• This breach will be reported to your chain 
of command

• If you develop symptoms, you may be 
seen at the MDG or call the appointment 
line M-F at 377-1847 or weekends at 388-
6231 

Retirees:
• Return to your residence, follow CDC 

guidance for quarantine procedures 
starting from date of return 

DoD Civilian Employees/Contractors:
• Return to your residence, call your 

supervisor to receive quarantine 
procedures and guidance or a mission 
essential waiver (O-6 approval required)

• Avoid contact with others (6 ft)
• If you develop symptoms call your doctor.

DoD beneficiary 
(ADSM, Dependent, Retiree):

• If you are seeking medical attention, proceed 
to the MDG

• M-F, call 377-1847: Weekend, call 
388-6231

• If you are here for any other reason, return to 
your residence

• AD: this breach of your quarantine 
will be reported to your chain of 
command

• Retiree: follow CDC guidance for 
quarantine procedures starting from 
date of return 

• Avoid contact with others (6 ft)

DoD Civilian Employees/Contractors:
• If you are a GS Civ seeking COVID-19 testing, 

proceed to the MDG
• Contractors, contact your doctor for medical 

evaluation, if necessary
• If ill, DO NOT report to duty and contact your 

supervisor
• Return to your residence and avoid contact 

with others (6 ft)

Follow these Preventive 
Measures

• Wash your hands often 
with soap and water for 
20 seconds or use 
alcohol-based hand 
sanitizer.

• Avoid close contact (6 ft) 
with people, especially 
those who are sick. 

• Avoid groups of 10+
• Avoid touching your eyes, 

nose, and mouth with 
unwashed hands.

DoD beneficiary 
(ADSM, Dependent, Retiree):

• If you are seeking medical 
attention, proceed to the MDG

• M-F, call 377-1847: 
Weekend, call 388-6231

• If you are here for any other 
reason, return to your residence 
to prevent the spread of illness

• AD: Call your supervisor to 
receive further guidance

• Avoid contact with others (6 ft)

DoD Civilian Employees/Contractors
• If you are a GS Civ seeking COVID-

19 testing, proceed to the MDG
• Contractors, contact your doctor 

for medical evaluation, if 
necessary

• If ill, DO NOT report to duty and 
contact your supervisor

• Return to your residence and 
avoid contact with others (6 ft)
